Importance Values for Roanoke Park’s Most Abundant Trees

Importance Values (IV): IVs are displayed in table form for all species that make up more than 1% of the population. The Streets IV is the mean 
of three relative values (percentage of total trees, percentage of total leaf area, and percentage of canopy cover) and can range from 0 to 100 
with an IV of 100 suggesting total reliance on one species. IVs offer valuable information about a community’s reliance on certain species to 
provide functional benefits. For example, a species might represent 10% of a population, but have an IV of 25% because of its great size, indi-
cating that the loss of those trees due to pests or disease would be more significant than their numbers suggest. (Source: i-Tree Streets Manual)
